22  SPINNAKER Nearest postcode: BH24 3LYM
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Map  22 - Spinnaker
Location: 

Ivy Lane for stopping on the layby to drop off tackle only then park opposite the sailing club or 
Snails Lane. 
Parking in secure compound opposite the sailing club (Post Code: BH24 3LY)
Access via Snails Lane, well signposted off the A338. Snail’s lane parking is on the left, in the 
layby by the pedestrian gate.
Please park in the designated areas only and display your car sticker. Strictly no 
parking in the lanes other than to unload tackle. Please observe a 15mph speed limit in 
Snails Lane. You will require our club combination. 

Fishing:

Open all year except the Sanctuary which is 16 June to 31 October only. 
Fishing for pike is permitted only between 1 October and 14 March.  
Daytime fishing times are one hour before sunrise to one hour after sunset. This means entry 
and exit times to the fishery. No one is allowed on this fishery after one hour after sunset 
without a valid night permit.
Season night permits, single night tickets and third rod permits are available from tackle shops, 
the club office or online: please see our website for details and regulation 5 in your handbook.
Season night permit holders must book night swims. If you book a night swim and can 
no longer use it please cancel by 9am so another member may use it
Members fishing nights may be required to vacant the fishery for a limited period after their 
session expires as specified by your committee. Any restrictions will be shown on our website.
Please don’t hog swims; all members are entitled to fish the popular swims. 

Species:

This is a specimen fishery with Carp over 50lb and Tench into double figures. Roach, Bream 
and Pike. Please use appropriate tackle for these specimen fish. Carp will fall to floating bait 
tactics as well as meat, maggots, pellets and boilies.

Important Regulations for Spinnaker:

Ground bait is not permitted.
Night fishing and using three rods only if you have the relevant club permits.
 
Multiple rod butts must be within three metres of each other. 
Fixed rigs are not permitted, barbless hooks only, and an unhooking mat is compulsory. 

Please also:

Be aware that our bailiffs will undertake rig inspections on this fishery to protect the welfare of 
the large fish this water contains.



Additional Amendments

Map 2 Sandy Balls

Members may know that the club has had a longstanding arrangement 
with the owners for fishing at Sandy Balls. In 2018 the site changed 
ownership and immediately after the change we agreed with the new 
management that we could continue our arrangement for fishing. We 
have now been informed that they are cancelling our agreement to fish 
the river with immediate effect. The club are disappointed that our long 
standing arrangement has been cancelled and we are in contact with the 
owners to try and secure a new agreement. As the management team 
are preoccupied with reopening the site this will take a while, so in the 
meantime this fishery is no longer open to members.
